About the Academy

The Academy of Eskrima programme has been mainly based on the 
Doce Pares ‘Multi-Style’ Curriculum, hence covers all the component 
fighting arts or disciplines of the Filipino Martial Art of Eskrima Kali 
Arnis.

The Academy Curriculum is structured in a ladderised scheme, so 
that a student/trainee attains a certain qualification after completing a 
particular level or course programme.

The ACADEMY OF ESKRIMA, INC. is an organization duly registered 
with the Securities & Exchange Commission (SEC) registered number: 
CS200828036 of the Republic of the Philippines. The incorporators of

The national government through its Technical Education and 
Skills Development Authority (TESDA) approved on June 24, 2008 
the Application for Registration of the Academy of Eskrima, Inc., 
becoming the first school of martial arts to be ever recognized as 
such and granted the appendant rights and privileges to teach the 
Filipino fighting art as a technical vocational course.

Academy of Eskrima offers course programmes on the Philippine 
martial art of ESKRIMA (Arnis) which cover all its component fighting 
art:

1.	 Single Stick Eskrima (Solo Olisi)
2.	 Double Stick Eskrima (Doble Olisi)
3.	 Long Stick Fighting (Bangkaw)
4.	 Long and Short Weapon Fighting (Espada y Daga)
5.	 Knife Fighting (Baraw)
6.	 Long Blade / Sword Fighting (Estokada/Sundang)
7.	 Empty Hand (Mano-Mano)

It includes all three (3) types of Eskrima as to Range or Distance 
of fighting, as well as three (3) Styles of Corto (Close or Short 
Range Eskrima), and all the four (4) phases of Empty Hand 
Fighting.
